Your visual presentation will be your project’s first impression. Here are some tips to help you create an eye-catching presentation:
· Title and your name (needs to stand out!)
· Written work to go on the backboard; include introduction, 5 sub-topics, conclusion

· Bibliography sheet can be placed on table in front of Heritage Fair project (usually there is not enough room on backboard!)

· Use headings for key categories
· Include visuals (at least 3). Visuals can be sketched, photocopied, printed from the internet (remember to credit the sites!), etc.

· Mount your visuals and written work on coloured paper; use ruler to lightly make lines before cutting out

· Write a description underneath explaining each visual

· Have an eye-catching feature in your layout—something to catch the attention of the audience like an artifact, model, samples of food, video or even an outfit! Please leave heirlooms and dangerous substances at home; use substitute models and/or photography to represent these items

· Needs to be eye-catching: a clean look; not too busy

· Lay out ALL items and organize on backboard a few times before gluing
